AIRPLANE HANDLING SERVICE, & MAINTENANCE
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Fuel Type

AVGAS

Minimum 80/87 Octane

Note:  When filling fuel tank be careful not to overfill as excess fuel will fall into the scupper drain around the filler cap. While this contains and drains the spilt fuel the fumes will come into the cockpit.  If excess fuel is spilled allow cabin to vent until all fuel is evaporated and fumes are gone - An electrical spark from a radio or switch could start an explosion.

Tire Pressure

Main tires - 32 PSI

Tailwheel - Hard rubber, no air required

Brake System
Brake system uses Mil-H-5606 hydraulic fluid.

Maintenance Programme
This aircraft has an Airworthiness Certificate issued in the Special category (Amateur Built) and as such is required to have a Maintenance Programme approved under CAR 91.607.

This programme is a separate document and may be accessed by contacting the owner.

Mooring and Picketing

To facilitate picketing the aircraft two tie down points are provided at the wing joint. To access the points slacken the gap cover and pull forward ¼ inch. Screw in the tie down rings which can be found in the container mounted on the aft luggage locker wall.

To picket in strong wind conditions the aircraft should be parked tail into wind and the flaps selected to the full down position.

There are no control locks however the pilots lap strap can lengthen sufficiently to tie the stick in the fully aft position. This controls stabilator and aileron movement in windy conditions. 

Three screw type pickets are provided and have a length of polypropylene cord attached to attach to the mooring points and for the tail, tie to the tail spring.

A canopy cover is provided to both weather proof and protect the canopy/cockpit from the sun.
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
